Simpsonville’s rich culture and history as the “American 
Saddlebred Horse Capitol of the World” is a disti ncti ve and 
unique element to portray within the Village Center. It is 
important to tell this story to residents and visitors alike in order 
to further set the Village Center apart from other commercial 
or retail areas. This can be done through physical elements of 
the streetscape, interpreti ve art or educati onal signs. 

The elements to the left  depict some of the detailing that 
could be incorporated into the fi nal design of the streetscape 
elements. A horse emblem can be created for the planti ngs 
as well as for tree grates. These should be used in simple 
applicati ons and not overused. The subtle details will reinforce  
this culture and history to residents and visitors. 

Interpreti ve pieces of art can be commissioned by local or 
regional arti sts that tell residents and visitors of Simpsonville’s 
culture. This could be through creati ve paving markings, 
sculptures or a variety of other mediums. Educati onal 
informati on can also be provided through signs or markers that 
tell Simpsonville’s story.

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I N T R O D U C T I O N
Through the implementati on plan, the vision and goals of the community are 
further defi ned with acti on steps (the measurable building blocks for the rest 
of the document). This chapter calls for commitments by numerous public 
and private sector enti ti es. It is a strategic acti on plan intended to provide 
overall directi on through various short-term, mid-term, and long-term acti on 
steps.  The acti on steps seek to balance the prioriti es of the City by serving as 
the decision-making framework. 

Because implementati on requires a partnership approach involving various 
public, private and not-for-profi t enti ti es ranging from the local, regional, and 
state-wide level, it is important that the City Commission provide guidance 
to interested parti es when bringing stakeholders to the table and in the 
ongoing executi on of the acti on steps. If those charged with implementi ng 
the recommendati ons of this plan are diligent in identi fying and removing 
barriers to success, the opportunity to realize their vision will be greatly 
enhanced.

Multi ple programs and tools are also outlined in this chapter and provide an 
overview of funding programs and means of implementi ng the plan. While the 
City may already be uti lizing some of these tools, it is important to connect 
them to the acti ons of this plan.

P L A N  A C T I O N  S T E P S 
While the vision, goals and objecti ves are the heart of a long range plan, 
equal focus must be placed on ensuring that the community’s vision becomes 
reality. Part of the implementati on process is having an acti on plan that 
details steps that should be taken, who is responsible for implementati on 
of an acti on, and the ti meline for completi on.  Potenti al funding sources are 
also suggested as a part of the acti on plan where applicable and suffi  cient 
informati on is available. 

T Y P E  O F  A C T I O N  S T E P

This plan addresses two types of acti on steps: capital improvements and local 
policies. Capital improvements, such as streetscape development, are oft en 
referred to as “bricks and mortar” and usually serve to increase the value of 
the adjacent properti es and the City itself. Local policies deal with updati ng, 
or in some instances, creati ng local land use regulati ons to bett er control the 
types of uses adjacent to and within the public realm. Capital improvement 
acti on steps are shown with a C and shaded gray (such as Acti on Step C.1) 
and local policy acti on steps are shown with a P and shaded green (such as 
Acti on Step P.1).

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C O M P L E T I O N  T I M E L I N E

While the start-up and completi on ti melines are identi fi ed for each acti on 
step on the following pages, it is important to realize various factors that 
can infl uence these ti melines. First, with the reality of the current market, 
conditi ons are not in favor of new, private development. However, the City 
should be planning now in anti cipati on of the market becoming more acti ve. 
Also, if funding becomes available, acti on steps can be started and / or 
completed prior to the specifi ed ti meframe. 

The ti meline to the right has been created to illustrate the start-up and 
durati on of the acti on steps.  Capital improvements projects proposed by this 
plan are indicated by a solid dot, while policies are indicated by a hollow dot.  
It is also important to modify this ti meline based on current conditi ons and 
funding. 

I M P L E M E N T A T I O N  TA B L E S

Each acti on item is organized into a table format, and accompanied by a 
column for notes. This is because this document is intended to be a living, 
breathing document. Users are encouraged to mark-up, make notes and keep 
track of the progress of the various acti on steps.

Each acti on step addresses the following:

Ta s k
Tasks are the part of the plan that detail what must be accomplished 
to achieve the greater vision. They are paired with an appropriate 
ti meframe for completi on. They are aggressive, but achievable. 

D e s c r i p t i o n
It is understood that the actual steps taken may diff er from those 
prescribed by the table; the detailed descripti on is intended to serve 
as the opti mal order of implementati on for successfully completi ng a 
given task.

R e s p o n s i b l e  p a r t y  /  p a r t i e s
While the City Commission is ulti mately responsible for the successful 
implementati on of this plan, some tasks will be most successful if 
implemented by or in partnership with others. The responsible party 
/ parti es should always be a high-level champion who reinforces the 
purpose and intent of the plan, takes responsibility for implementi ng 
specifi c acti on items, and monitors the progress of the task.

While not inclusive in nature, a potenti al list of funding sources has 
been provided for each task as a starti ng point.

P r e r e q u i s i t e s
Due to the very nature of this strategic plan, nearly all of the tasks 
are interdependent. Therefore, a list of prerequisites is provided 
for each task to aid in the successful implementati on of each of the 
recommended acti on items.

S t a r t - u p
Not all projects can begin at once. Rather, the start-up of a given task 
will occur in the short-, mid-, or long-term future. Short-ti me typically 
means between zero to two years (i.e. 2009 – 2011), mid-term between 
three to fi ve years (i.e. 2012 – 2015), and long-term between six to 
ten years (i.e. 2016 – 2020). A task that is enti rely dependent upon the 
successful completi on of another task would fall outside of these start-
up possibiliti es, in which case the conditi ons for start-up for these tasks 
are described in more detail on their respecti ve tables.

Ta r g e t  c o m p l e t i o n  t i m e l i n e
The target completi on ti meline is intended to inform the reader about 
the anti cipated amount of ti me to complete (from start to fi nish) a 
given task – baring any unforeseen conditi ons.

R e - o c c u r r e n c e
While some tasks are intended to be completed just once during the 
planning horizon, some of the tasks prescribed by this plan will be 
more successful and have a greater impact if they are repeated (i.e. 
maintained). Therefore, each task has been evaluated to include a 
recommendati on about the frequency with which a task should be 
repeated.

G o a l s  &  O b j e c t i v e s
Because of the changing nature of communiti es, it is important to ti e 
each task back to the applicable goals and objecti ves from which it 
originated. This will provide insight and justi fi cati on for each task as 
others become involved in implementati on and evaluati on of the plan.

N o t e s
The notes are intended to be used by leaders of the community as they 
carry out these tasks. They may also include additi onal instructi on or 
clarifi cati on triggered by one or more of the other variables addressed 
in the table.

Z O N I N G

Zoning is one of the primary implementati on tools for the Small Area Plan. It is 
the means of legislati vely determining the locati on, quality, and quanti ty of new 
development.   The zoning regulati ons are legally enforceable.  Simpsonville’s 
current zoning regulati ons allow for uses that are not consistent with this 
plan.  The zoning regulati ons should be updated following the adopti on of 
the Small Area Plan to ensure conti guity between the two documents and to 
encourage the implementati on of the plan.

C A P I T A L  I M P R O V E M E N T  P L A N N I N G

Capital Improvement Plans (CIP) are a system of documenti ng the capital 
investments that a city plans on making over the next fi ve years. These 
plans identi fy projects, ti melines, esti mated costs, and funding sources and 
are linked to the budget process. They are a means of planning ahead for 
capital improvements and ensuring implementati on of specifi c projects by 
connecti ng them more closely to the budget process. Simpsonville’s CIP 
would include funding needed for this project in additi on to any other capitol 
improvements the City is planning to undertake. 

TA X  A B A T E M E N T

Tax abatement is a phase-in of property taxes that is designed to encourage 
development in areas that would not otherwise develop. Tax abatement is one 
of the tools widely used by municipal governments to att ract new businesses 
to the community, or to encourage investment in new equipment or faciliti es 
that will improve the company and the community’s economy. Communiti es 
may develop procedures for abatement applicati on and policies on the 
amount and length of the abatement that will be approved and procedures 
to ensure compliance with the terms of the statement of benefi ts.
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TA X  I N C R E M E N T  F I N A N C E  ( T I F )

Tax increment fi nance is a tool for municipaliti es and counti es to designate 
targeted areas for redevelopment or economic development through a local 
redevelopment commission. Those redevelopment or economic development 
areas can then be designated as allocati on areas which trigger the TIF tool. 
When TIF is triggered, the property taxes generated from new constructi on 
in the area are set aside and reinvested in the area to promote development, 
rather than going to the normal taxing units (governments, schools, etc.). The 
taxing units do not lose revenue, they simply do not receive revenue from 
the additi onal assessed valuati on that would not have occurred “but for” the 
reinvestment in the area through the TIF proceeds.

K E N T U C K Y  R E N A I S S A N C E  /  M A I N  S T R E E T

Through the Kentucky Heritage Council, the Kentucky Main Street Program 
strives to bring economic vitality to Kentucky’s downtowns and assist 
communiti es with revitalizati on eff orts. The program is based on the four-
point approach of the Nati onal Main Street Center which is a division of the 
Nati onal Trust for Historic Preservati on. The four points or components of the 
program are organizati on, promoti on, design and economic restructuring. 
Various funds are available to certi fi ed Renaissance on Main Citi es for 
projects such as real estate acquisiti on, facade improvements, new facility 
constructi on or streetscape improvements.  Becoming a certi fi ed Renaissance 
on Main community is approximately a two year process. More informati on is

C O M M U N I T Y  D E V E L O P M E N T  B L O C K  G R A N T 
( C D B G )  P R O G R A M

The CDBG program is available to city and county governments for a variety 
of projects. Enti tlement communiti es are ineligible. The CDBG program areas 
and descripti ons are listed below.

C o m m u n i t y  P r o j e c t s
Funds may be used to address human service needs such as senior 
centers, crisis centers and faciliti es that provide services to low and 
moderate income persons. Funds may also be used to revitalize 
downtown areas within a designated Renaissance on Main Street 
district. 
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E c o n o m i c  D e v e l o p m e n t
Funds may be used to create or retain jobs, and provide for the training 
and human services that allow for professional advancement of low-
income persons. 

P u b l i c  F a c i l i t i e s
Funds may be used for infrastructure needs that primarily develop 
Kentucky’s water and wastewater systems. 

L A N D  A N D  WA T E R  C O N S E R V A T I O N  F U N D  ( LW C F )

LWCF funds may be used to acquire land for recreati onal development, 
construct new outdoor recreati onal faciliti es or the renovati on of existi ng 
faciliti es. 

T R A N S P O R T A T I O N  E N H A N C E M E N T S  ( T E )

TE are transportati on-related acti viti es that are designed to strengthen the 
cultural, aestheti c, historic, and environmental aspects of our transportati on 
infrastructure. Federal funding is available to government agencies to provide 
support for transportati on and community improvement projects; see htt p://
www.tea21.ky.gov/te/tehome.htm for more informati on.

I N T R O D U C T I O N

On February 12, 2009, HNTB facilitated a two-hour workshop designed 
to solicit input from a diverse group of parti cipants including residents, 
business owners, and elected and appointed offi  cials.  Att endees took part 
in a number of acti viti es and exercises aimed at identi fying those things 
that will help Simpsonville become a more vibrant community.  By the end 
of the evening, parti cipants had voiced their opinions and thoughts about 
downtown elements and expressed their vision for the future.  The process 
also discussed and presented their ideas to their fellow citi zens.  The public 
workshop was held at the Simpsonville Gym with over 25 in att endance.

D O W N T O W N  E L E M E N T S

As soon as workshop parti cipants arrived they were asked to begin thinking 
about downtown Simpsonville by answering the brief questi on; “What three 
things make a place a downtown?”  While responses varied from “Parks” to

I M A G E  P R E F E R E N C E  S U R V E Y

During this exercise, parti cipants were fi rst asked to individually rank their 
response by circling the number, ranging from -5 to +5, that best represented 
their initi al reacti on to a pre-determined image.  These images were intended 
to evoke a wide range of responses, many of which were anti cipated by the 
HNTB Team as well as a few that were not.  The images used in the survey 
depicted a range of development opti ons including mixed use and suburban 
development alternati ves, parking opti ons, and design elements oft en 
incorporated into downtown streetscapes.

Once meeti ng parti cipants scored each image, they were shown a second 
ti me. This ti me parti cipants were asked to share their initi al responses out 
loud.  This interacti on helped the larger group uncover what would eventually 
become the collaborati ve vision for Simpsonville. Individual reacti ons varied, 
in some instances they were in complete disagreement, however, the larger 
group was parti cipati ng in an open dialogue about the characteristi cs which 
a thriving, att racti ve, and economically viable Simpsonville would hold in the 
future.

Several recurring issues presented themselves through reacti on to the survey 
images:

One of the most common themes heard during the exercise was a desire  
to preserve the small town/rural way of life found in Simpsonville.

“…quaint/small town” (Image 1)

“…not Simpsonville” (Image 15 – In reference to a picture displaying a

V I S I O N I N G  E X E R C I S E

Workshop att endants were asked to imagine Simpsonville 20 years from now, 
and in a few simple words, provide their vision for the way Simpsonville will 
look, feel and functi on in the future.  Individuals recorded their responses on 
a sheet of papers and were then asked to share their ideas with a small group.   
Each group discussed each member’s idea, recorded it, and rated the level in 
which the enti re group agreed or disagreed with the vision.

This exercise enabled workshop parti cipants to dream big, and in the mind 
of each parti cipant, imagine an ideal Simpsonville.  While some ideas were 
not totally supported by the enti re group, each group began to establish and 
agree upon certain criteria in which an ideal Simpsonville would contain in 
the future.  As each group member shared and discussed their ideas with 
the rest of the group new ideas emerged and eventually, a unifi ed, cohesive 
vision was developed for each group.  

The following are vision elements in which there was complete agreement 
from all group members:

Mixed uses -
Library -
Town square -
Building standards -
Street lights -
Inviti ng pedestrian sidewalks with high capacity -

The second Simpsonville public workshop was held Tuesday March 9, 2009 at 
the Simpsonville Gym.  The purpose of this meeti ng was to review the results 
of the fi rst public workshop and to further develop the plan’s vision, goals 
and objecti ves, and specifi c elements desired for the center of Simpsonville.  
Workshop exercises were intended to get feedback from parti cipants on 
plan elements including overall vision and goals, development intensity, 
infrastructure improvements, districts and connecti ons, and identi ty and 
branding.  The following secti on summarizes workshop exercise results and 
off ers comments from meeti ng parti cipants.

T E L L  U S … V I S I O N  A N D  G O A L S

Parti cipants were asked to rank the following goals in order of most important 
to least important as it pertains to the development of Simpsonville’s Village 
Center.  Parti cipants then provided comments on specifi c goals and the plan’s 
overall vision.  Goal rankings and sample comments are provided below:

Goal 1:  Provide unifi ed infrastructure expansion -

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I N T R O D U C T I O N
As is true with public input, physical data, planning, and policy documents form 
the basis for all decisions made in the planning process.  With guidance from 
Simpsonville residents and the Triple S Planning Commission, all applicable 
data was provided to HNTB and a physical study area was established.  The 
study area includes all businesses and homes along the US 60 corridor from KY 
1848, west to the railroad tracks.  The following appendix outlines important 
data relevant to the study area including, Simpsonville demographic and 
economic data, the Shelby County Comprehensive Plan, the Shelby County 
Zoning Regulati ons, and the physical character of the study area in the form 
of a Photographic Inventory.

D E M O G R A P H I C  A N D  E C O N O M I C 
D A T A
In examining existi ng conditi ons, it is important to analyze the various 
demographic and economic trends of an area including growth trends, age, 
income, housing tenure, occupancy,  and rental rates.

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S H E L B Y  C O U N T Y  C O M P R E H E N S I V E 
P L A N  R E C O M M E N D A T I O N S
The current Shelby County Comprehensive Plan, completed by the Triple S 
Planning Commission, was adopted in May of 2005.  As governed by Kentucky 
statute, this Plan outlines the specifi c goals and objecti ves of Shelby County 
and includes a Land Use, Transportati on and Community Faciliti es Plan.  
Specifi c guidance is provided to the City of Simpsonville regarding land use, 
transportati on, and community faciliti es in the Plan.  The following secti on 
highlights informati on and recommendati ons from the Plan which are 
relevant to the development of the Village Center of Simpsonville.

E X I S T I N G  L A N D  U S E

Much of the existi ng development within Simpsonville is located west of KY 
1848 / Buck Creek Road and along US 60.  Development consists primarily of 
single family residenti al, various community and insti tuti onal faciliti es, and an 
assortment of retail, service, and highway commercial businesses.

Existi ng Land Use

Shelby County Comprehensive Plan; Table 7-5 - Simpsonville Urban Service Area Acreage Analysis (page 
105)
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Large building setbacks, low density, parking lots, and unrestricted access  
characterize development along US 60.

Development within the core of the Village Center consists primarily of  
single family residenti al, commercial and community faciliti es.  

Primary industrial uses consist of Leggett  & Platt  located on Main St.  
and Purnell’s Sausage located north of US 60.  Zoned industrial areas are 
located adjacent to the railroad tracks north of US 60, just west of KY 1848 
/ Buck Creek Road.

Overall, density of study area is low. 

The area is characterized by several empty lots which are ready for  
development. 

F U T U R E  L A N D  U S E

Single family, low density residenti al development is recommended for  
most of Simpsonville.  Medium density, multi -family development is 
suggested west of KY 1848.

Low density, greater setbacks, landscaping standards, and two-story  
maximums are recommended for residenti al development along US 60.

The Plan encourages the development of neighborhood commercial along  
US 60, uti lizing and improving upon existi ng structures, while minimizing 
the number of entrances to businesses.

Expansion of existi ng industry and development of new light industrial  
uses are promoted by the Plan.  These uses are generally planned for 
areas near I-64 and therefore outside the Village Center study area.

Improvement of US 60 from the railroad to the school are recommended  
(three traffi  c lanes, sidewalks, curbing, drainage, lighti ng and 
landscaping).

An outdoor recreati on facility is suggested adjacent to the elementary  
school and a linear park proposed along the railroad tracks.  Small 
neighborhood parks should be required with the development of major 
residenti al areas.

The Triple S Planning Commission is currently in the process of updati ng the 
Shelby County Comprehensive Plan.   While the recommendati ons outlined 
above are sti ll relevant to the future development of Simpsonville, further 
development decisions should consult the principles outlined in the updated 
comprehensive plan.  As this document, the Simpsonville Small Area Plan, will 
be adopted as a component of the updated Shelby County Comprehensive 
Plan, all decisions regarding future development within the Village Center  at 
Simpsonville should consult the policies and recommendati ons established in 
this document.
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S I M P S O N V I L L E  Z O N I N G 
R E G U L A T I O N S
Development within the Village Center of Simpsonville is governed by the 
1994 Shelby County Zoning Regulati ons and is administered by the Triple S 
Planning Commission.  Several amendments to these regulati ons have been 
adopted since 1994, with the most recent revisions amended in 2008. 

The Simpsonville study area consists primarily of residenti al and commercial 
zoning districts.  The residenti al areas range from R-1 to R-4, with most of 
the residenti al areas classifi ed as R-1 and R-2.  These districts are the most 
restricti ve residenti al areas and require a minimum lot size of 8,500 (R-2) – 
12,500 sq. ft . (R-1), minimum lot width of 75 ft ., and a 30 ft . front yard setback, 
per single family unit.  Permitt ed uses consist of single-family dwellings 
(R-1), two-family dwellings (R-2), Residenti al Estates (RE), and various other 
conditi onal uses (e.g. churches, funeral homes, public libraries, schools, etc.)

Commercial areas within the study area largely consist of general, undefi ned 
Commercial zoning districts.  These districts are identi fi ed on the Simpsonville 
Zoning Map to the right but are not specifi cally defi ned in the Shelby County 
Zoning Regulati ons. Other commercial districts consist of Central Business 
(C-1), Neighborhood Business (C-2), General Commercial (C-3), and Highway 
Commercial (C-4).  The Zoning Regulati ons for the City of Simpsonville defi nes 
permitt ed uses within Simpsonville.  Minimum lot frontage for commercial 
areas range from 0  – 100 ft . thru the study area, and permitt ed uses range 
from drug stores,  tanning salons, car washes, gas stati ons, convenience 
stores, restaurants, shopping centers, to shooti ng ranges.  Substanti al parking 
requirements are associated with many of the above commercial uses.    

As with commercial areas, industrial districts within Simpsonville are identi fi ed 
on the Zoning Map, but not defi ned in the Zoning Regulati ons.  Industrial 
uses permitt ed in Simpsonville are defi ned in the Zoning Regulati ons.  The 
minimum lot frontage for industrial districts is 100 ft .

The Zoning Regulati ons recognize that certain areas within the county are 
unique in both character and development patt erns.  The City of Shelbyville 
maintains several downtown business districts which seek to protect the 
character of these areas by establishing special areas which include Central 
Business, Downtown Commercial, Limited Mixed Use, Civic, and Warehouse 
districts.  No such districts exist or apply to the City of Simpsonville.
